Health and Safety
· That it remains responsible for the Health & Safety and Duty of Care towards the children taking part 

· That it will uphold its responsibility for Health & Safety by (prior to the first coaching session) providing the coach with clear information about emergency procedures, access to first aid cover and relevant risk assessments.

· Provide a register for the coach (highlighting any needs the coach should be aware of)

Staff Support

· To ensure that the class teacher is present and actively involved in all sessions (where session is in curriculum time)

· That the class teacher will remain responsible for the control and discipline of the children during curriculum sessions and provide remote duty of care for out of school hours sessions.

· To meet with the Sports Coach prior to his / her first coaching session to discuss needs and aspirations and to provide him / her with important information about the school including:

· Relevant school contact people

· Information about the session(s): number of children/ age/ gender/ special needs or disability

· Facilities / Equipment available

· Complete Safeguarding Checklist
